COURSE DESCRIPTION:

• Understand the concept 
of the Trinity and how the 
Father, Son, and Holy 
Spirit are the same but 
different.

• Explore the mystery of 
the Incarnation and how 
Jesus Christ made 
God’s love visible to us in 
a perfect way.

• Demonstrate 
understanding of the role 
of Jesus’ mother, Mary, 
and his disciples in his 
mission of salvation.

• Reflect on the many 
ways Jesus’ teachings 
and commandments call 
us to treat all of creation 
with respect and enables 
us to grow in faith.

• Examine Jesus’ public 
ministry as a model for 
living a life that promotes 
the dignity of others, 
forgiveness, and good 
moral decisions.

• Examine the concepts of 
the Paschal Mystery and 
salvation.

• Reflect on what they 
have learned about 
discipleship and how 
one is called to live their 
life as a disciple of 
Christ.
